• All parks and trails in Brea are open for households to take a walk, run, or dog walk, as 
long as physical distancing is maintained. 

• Parks are not open for gatherings 
• Restrooms open until 5 p.m. daily 
• Sport Courts (basketball, tennis) are open for drop-in use only and no organized sports 

are allowed. Skate/play at your own risk. 
• Playgrounds are open for physically distanced personal health and wellness through 

outdoor exercise 
• Fitness Equipment open at the Tracks
