TREE PICK UP

Real holiday trees will be accepted curbside from December 26, 2023, through
January 12, 2024. Remove all lights, ornaments, tinsel, garlands, as well as the
metal or plastic stand. Set the bare tree at the curb. Cut your tree in half if it is
more than 6ft tall.

YARD WASTE RECYCLING

The following holiday items can go in your
brown yard waste cart: natural holiday wreaths
(no wires, hooks, bows, etc.), cut up pieces of
trees, other plants and flowers (poinsettias,
mistletoe, etc.)

Flocked trees, artificial trees/ wreaths CANNOT be recycled and
must be disposed of in the black trash cart or by scheduling a bulky
item pick up.

HOLIDAY SERVICE SCHEDULE

Services will be delayed by one day during the week of Christmas Day

(Monday, December 25th) and New Years Day (Monday, January 1st). If your
regular collection day falls on Christmas Day or New Years Day, Tuesday will be
your collection day.
